The envelope will be given to the Fire
Rescue/EMT team. If they need the information they will open the envelope. If there's no reason to open it, the
envelope will be destroyed (unopened) at the end of the weekend. No one in the Chapter will ever see the
contents so please be as complete as you can in filling out the information. Even if you don't plan to be on
track, there is the (highly improbable) possibility that you may need medical attention.

Medical personnel need to know whether you are taking any drugs, have undergone a sex change operation or
are allergic to broccoli.
